I have explained 

that they must be sensible at all times, to remember that they are very fortunate to go to 

school in such a lovely location and must be respectful to the community. I am confident my 

message has been understood.  

 

At our Governing Body meetings on Wednesday evening, we said goodbye and thank you to 

Reverend Stephen who has resigned due to taking retirement. Stephen has been a governor 

at the school for nine years, was the Chair for five years, and has been very pro-active in 

school-life. His final assembly at school will be next week when the children will be able say a 

proper goodbye and thank him for his commitment to Cliddesden.
